1 did a search for “sex
reassignment.” '

The second and third pages are the results of that search. The
second listing and the first listing are of most interest herein. The
second listing is of a 2004 Consensus with regard to athletes who
had changed sex. This 2004 Consensus is printed on the fourth
and fifth pages.

The first listing is a subsequent Explanatory Note to the 2004
Consensus. This was offered by the web site as a pdf format and
appears on the sixth page.
